THE HOLY MYSTERY OF BAPTISM
The Rite of Baptism

“The newborn in Christ is
given a white garment,
the  baptismal robe
(kryzhmo). It is the
garment of righteousness
and  symbolizes the
‘putting on’ of the Risen
Christ: ‘As many of you as
were baptized into Christ have clothed
yourselves with Christ’ (Gal 3:27). To put
on Christ means that the newly baptized
became new persons: clothed in the
raiment of light, they proclaim before
others that Christ lives and acts in them.
Handing the newly baptized a candle, the
priest says: ‘Take this burning candle and
throughout your life strive to be illumined
with the brightness of faith and good
works, so that when the Lord comes you
may go out in radiance to meet him with
all the saints.” As Christ is ‘the light that
shines in the darkness’ (see Jn 1:5), so
also the one who was illumined by Christ

in Baptism is called to be a ‘light of the
world’ (Mt 5:14).”

great joy for me to visit those
who are a part of our parish
community but are unable to
be physically present with the
whole parish community in
church. Whenever [ visit, I carry my sick call
set. It is a simple black bag which is always
in my car. In it, one can find almost
everything I would need for a sick visit. The
only thing you won't find in the bag is the
Holy Eucharist. If 1 need to bring the
Eucharist to someone, I take it from the
church to the sick visits in a special closed
chalice which [ carry in a burse (a small
pouch) around my neck. During one
particular visit in December, as [ was
pulling out one specific book with prayers
for the dying from my sick call set, a folded-
up piece of paper fell out of this book. As |
opened it, what I found was a prayer I had
come across in March of 2015 titled Prayer
for One Preparing to Yield His/Her Body. |
was very moved by the words of this
prayers which I would like to share with
you.

It is always a

O Lord, our heavenly Father, through your
only-begotten Son and our Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ, you have revealed to us that you
are the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob -
the God, not of the dead, but of the living!



For, you are the author of life, and did not
will that we Your creatures should endure
death.

You have created us in Your image, and in
order to grow in Your likeness, in the bliss of
Paradise. But through the disobedience of
our forefather Adam, we have been banished
from Paradise into this world. Yet into this
same world, where death now reigns, You
have sent Your Son to restore to life Adam
and Eve, and their children’s children to all
generations. Through the gifts of repentance,
baptism, and the indwelling of the Holy
Spirit, you bestow true life to all who put
their hope in you in communion through
Your Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, and who
desire the knowledge of your truth.

When Your Son healed the sick, opened the
eyes of the blind, and raised the dead, he said
to His disciples: you shall do greater things
than these. To those who believe in Him He
thereby gave power over the dominion of
death and over the powers that have kept
Your creature captive to death.

We, therefore, entreat Your mercy and
loving-kindness upon this your child, (Name)
whose earthly body is now subdued by the
bonds of this world. Your apostle Paul has
taught that our earthly body is sown
perishable, only to be raised a spiritual and
imperishable body. Grant now, O Lord, the
spiritual harvest promised to your servant
(Name) when his/her earthly body
descended into the waters of baptism. As you
have begun to raise him to newness of life in

the Church which is the foretaste of Your
kingdom, so by the unworthy entreaties of us,
your children and servants, receive from your
child (Name) this, his/her last offering of
his/her corruptible earthly body, so that in
turn he/she may receive from You the
promised  spiritual body, whole
incorruptible.
