THE HOLY MYSTERY OF BAPTISM

The Celebrant of the Mystery of Baptism
“As the Paschal mystery of the Death and
Resurrection of Christ finds its completion
in the sending of the Holy Spirit on the
apostles, so our rebirth in Christ is sealed
by the gift of the Holy Spirit. Chrismation
is the seal of the gift that we received in
Baptism. It manifests that every baptized
person receives the coming of the Holy
Spirit, as did the apostles at Pentecost.
This anointing by the Holy Spirit indicates
that every Christian is born to new life in
Christ and becomes a child of the Father
in order to take part in the royal, priestly,
and prophetic ministry of Christ for the
salvation of the world. This is emphasized
in the prayer of consecration of Holy
Chrism on Great and Holy Thursday:
‘Send, O Lord, your Most Holy Spirit upon
this Chrism and make of it a royal
anointing, a spiritual anointing by which
kings, high-priests, and prophets had
and all of their

successors—bishops and presbyters and

been anointed,
all who until this day have received
rebirth in the font of regeneration ...
Make this Chrism to be the Descent of the

Holy Spirit.

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Pastor’s Ponderings

As 1 write this week’s Pastor’s
Ponderings, | am serenaded by
the sound of our bread maker.
Just a few minutes ago, I put in
1 % cups of water, a bit of Holy
Water, a pinch of both salt and
sugar, 4 cups of flour, and %
teaspoon of yeast. After about
30 minutes of mixing, [ will
take the dough and roll it into a large circle
that is the right size to fit into “The Gifted
Pan” (see the photo below) before pressing
the dough into the pan and poking nine
holes in the form of a cross on its backside.

With a damp cloth overtop, [ put the pan in
the oven to rise for 33 minutes. Once that is
completed, I remove the pan and preheat
the oven to 325°. Once the oven is ready, |
place the pan (without the cloth) into the
oven and bake for 50 minutes. At the end of
the 50 minutes, I cover it again with the
damp cloth (seal side up) as it cools. The
end result is a single, large prosphoron that
will be used for our three weekend Divine

Liturgies. The three lambs (squares with
the initials [CXC NIKA) will be consecrated
into the Body of Christ while the remaining
pieces are used for the commemorations at
each Liturgy and are cut up as Antidoron of
which all of you, especially the children,
love to partake at the conclusion of Liturgy.
For the majority of the last 7 % years, it has
been a great blessing to bake the prosphora
for every Sunday, Feast Day, and weekday
Divine Liturgy. And while I will continue to
bake the smaller prosphora for Feast Day
and Weekday Divine Liturgies, [ would like
to invite one or more of you to share in the
blessing of baking the large Prosphoron.

As the liturgy developed in the first
centuries of the Church, we read that the
faithful brought the bread and wine for the
Eucharist. The Eastern understanding of the
Eucharist as an offering from our own lives
to bring the life of Christ to the Church and
the world was clearly connected to this
action of the faithful providing the bread
and the wine, and to a partial extent this
continues to this day with the faithful who
prepare Prosphora in various Byzantine
parishes. By our prayer and participation at
the Divine Liturgy, we, together with the
priest offer these gifts to our Heavenly
Father and ask Him to make them the Body
and Blood of His Son. The prosphora baker,
however, has a more direct participation in
the offering by baking that which is offered.

Pray about it! Training is available. One
more benefit of baking: YOU get your OWN
commemoration at the Proskomedia!!!
