“The Rite of Chrismation is performed
immediately after Baptism because
where there is life, there is breath. Holy
Chrism, a fragrant mixture of oils and
other aromatic components, symbolizes

Beware of supposing
that this oil [i.e., Chrism] is
mere ointment. Just as after
the invocation of the Holy
Spirit the Eucharistic bread
is no longer ordinary bread
but the Body of Christ, so
this holy oil, in conjunction
with the invocation, is no
longer simple or common
oil but becomes the
gracious gift of Christ and the Holy Spirit,
producing the advent of his divinity. Holy
Chrism is consecrated on Holy Thursday
by the head of a self-governing Church for
use by priests, which evidences the unity

of the Church.”

Pastor’s Ponderings

So, did you miss me? We had a
wonderfully restful and re-
energizing vacation. While it
was wonderful to soak in the
sun, | am very happy to be
home and just in time to begin
the Great Fast. As we begin
this time of preparation and
spiritual journey towards Holy
Week and Pascha, please prayerfully
consider how you might personally make
this Lent different. In what ways can you
grow your prayer life, become less
dependant on food by fasting, and multiply
your almsgiving? Our Christian life is built
on these three pillars, and our numerous
fasting seasons, most especially the Great
Fast, call us to make those disciplines more
present and central in our day-to-day life.

There are two specific topics that I would
like to address this week. First is the
liturgical calendar question. Last week, |
wrote about the decision of the UGCC
Bishops of Ukraine that as of September 1,
2023, our Church in Ukraine will transition
to the so-called Revised Julian Calendar
which means that all immovable feasts will
be celebrated as they are on the New or
Gregorian Calendar. The Paschal cycle will
be celebrated according to the Julian
calculation. Our Chancery (the Bishop’s
Office) has prepared a questionnaire (which
[ have put into Google Forms) for those
parishes that celebrate according to the

Julian Calendar, whether fully or partially. I
invite all of our parishioners who celebrate
according to the Julian Calendar to voice
their opinion via this online questionnaire.
If you need a physical paper copy, I can
provide that as well..;just ask. I will be the
only person who will read everyone’s
opinions and thoughts on this subject, so
please, be open and honest with your
response to the question and please voice
any comments, complaints, concerns or
questions you may have about this
significant issue. The online questionnaire
can be found at this link:
