DORMITION FAST begins on
Tuesday, August 1 and
concludes with the Feast of the
Dormition of the Mother of God
on August 15. During this time,
the minimum fast appointed for
members of the U.G.C.C. is to
abstain from meat and meat
products on Wednesdays and
Fridays. Children up to 14 years
of age, persons over 60 years of age, the
gravely ill, pregnant women, postpartum
mothers and those who are breastfeeding,
those who are travelling, those engaged in
heavy labour, those who eat from the table
of others, the poor who live from charity,
and anyone whose health may be negatively
impacted by fasting are exempt.

FEAST OF THE PROCESSION OF THE
RELICS OF THE HOLY CROSS AND THE
MARTYRED MACCABEES falls on August 1.
This feast is one of the three feasts of the

Cross, it marks the beginning of the
Dormition Fast, and it is also known as the
“Honey Saviour.” On this feast, it is
traditional to bless honey and poppyseeds.
On the weekend of July 29 & 30, please bring
honey and/or poppyseeds to be blessed and
place them on the table near the front.

Pastor’s Ponderings

The very first time Annette and
[ walked into our Church here
in Windsor was not July 14,
2015 (although that was the
very first time I served in our
church). Rather, the first time
we walked into our church was
December 26, 2014, and apart
from us, the only other people
who remember this visit are Fr. Eugene and
Fr. Peter. That day, the day after Christmas
in 2014, we were on our Christmas break
from school and seminary, travelling from
Toronto to Fort Wayne. We planned our trip
to include a stop in Windsor to attend the
10:00am Divine Liturgy that morning before
having lunch and continuing on our way.

There are a few things I remember about
our visit that day that I would like to share
with you. First and foremost, it was the first
(but certainly not the last) time that I caused
Fr. Peter to be nervous (unintentionally, I
mightadd) as [ went to our car to retrieve an
Anthology for Worship, since back then,
only the singers had access to that book.
Second, I remember how welcoming Fr.
Eugene was. After asking us, “Who are you?”
in the line for anointing, he proceeded to not
only take me for a tour of the entire church
and hall (the hall had recently been
renovated after the second flood) but ended
our visit by saying, “When you finish
seminary, you should ask Bishop Stephen to
send you to this parish.” I have to say,

Annette and I had a good laugh in the car
about Fr. Eugene’s words because 1) we
would never ask the bishop to be sent to a
specific parish and 2) another plan for our
transition from seminary to parish ministry
was in motion. However, Fr. Eugene, knew
the Lord’s plans for us better than we did.

As the old Yiddish proverb says, “You plan,
God laughs” and within three months, I was
not only asked to discern priestly ordination
sooner, but [ was asked by Bishop Stephen
to undertake the pastoral care of our parish
here in Windsor. To this day, I do not know
how the Holy Spirit directed Fr. Eugene’s
proposal into a reality because I had
absolutely nothing to do with it except for
saying yes.

Saying yes to our Lord is not always easy,
but when we say yes to Him and to doing His
will, He blesses and multiplies the work of
our hands. Saying yes to God’s will means
living, on a daily basis, the words of the
Lord’s prayer “Thy will be done on earth as
it is in heaven.” This is hard because more
often than not, we desire the Lord’s will to
align with our will rather than submitting
our will to the Lord’s.

Saying yes to Bishop Stephen just over 8
years ago was not the easiest thing nor were
the last 8 years always easy; but as I look

back and reminisce about these last 8 years
and striving to give my daily yes to our Lord
in being your pastor, the only feeling or
emotion | experience is gratitude. Why? I
will tell you that in next week’s ponderings.
