Brethren, I make known to you that the gospel which was preached by me is not according to
man. For I neither received it from man, nor was I taught it, but it came through the revelation
of Jesus Christ. For you have heard of my former conduct in Judaism, how I persecuted the
church of God beyond measure and tried to destroy it. And [ advanced in Judaism beyond many
of my contemporaries in my own nation, being more exceedingly zealous for the traditions of
my fathers. But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and called
me through His grace, to reveal His Son in me, that I might preach Him among the Gentiles, I
did not immediately confer with flesh and blood, nor did I go up to Jerusalem to those who
were apostles before me; but I went to Arabia, and returned again to Damascus. Then after
three years [ went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and remained with him fifteen days. But [ saw
none of the other apostles except James, the Lord’s brother.

Brethren, I think that God has displayed us, the apostles, last, as men condemned to death; for
we have been made a spectacle to the world, both to angels and to men. We are fools for
Christ’s sake, but you are wise in Christ!

And we
labor, working with our own hands. Being reviled, we bless; being persecuted, we endure;

We have been made as the filth of the world, the offscouring of all
things until now. I do not write these things to shame you, but as my beloved children I warn
you. For though you might have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet you do not have many
fathers; for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.

Now it happened, the day after, that He went into a city called Nain; and many of His disciples
went with Him, and a large crowd. And when He came near the gate of the city, behold, a dead
man was being carried out, the only son of his mother; and she was a widow. And a large crowd
from the city was with her. When the Lord saw her, He had compassion on her and said to
her,“Do not weep.” Then He came and touched the open coffin, and those who
carried him stood still. And He said, “Young man, I say to you, arise.” So he who was dead sat
up and began to speak. And He presented him to his mother. Then fear came upon all, and
they glorified God, saying, “A great prophet has risen up among us”; and, “God has visited His
people.”

The same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut where the
disciples were assembled, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in the midst, and said to
them, “Peace be with you.” When He had said this, He showed them His hands and His side.
Then the disciples were glad when they saw the Lord. So Jesus said to them again, “Peace to
you! As the Father has sent Me, [ also send you.” And when He had said this, He breathed on
them, and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven
them; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.” Now Thomas, called the Twin, one of the
twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. The other disciples therefore said to him, “We
have seen the Lord.” So he said to them, “Unless I see in His hands the print of the nails, and
put my finger into the print of the nails, and put my hand into His side, I will not believe.” And
after eight days His disciples were again inside, and Thomas with them. Jesus came, the doors
being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, “Peace to you!” Then He said to Thomas, “Reach
your finger here, and look at My hands; and reach your hand here, and put it into My side. Do
not be unbelieving, but believing.” And Thomas answered and said to Him, “My Lord and my
God!” Jesus said to him, “Thomas, because you have seen Me, you have believed. Blessed are
those who have not seen and yet have believed.” And truly Jesus did many other signs in the
presence of His disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written that you
may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you may have life in His
name.
