The First Council of Nicaea

What

e Council (Meeting) of the Fathers of the Church

e Called by the emperor Constantine in 325

¢ Held in the city of Nicaea outside of Constantinople in modern day Turkey
Purpose

e To settle theological disputes in the Church regarding our understanding of Jesus and His
relation to God

¢ To unify the church by harmonizing various practices
Outcome

o the Fathers of Nicaea declared the full divinity of Jesus of Nazareth by saying that He was
homoousios with the Father—of the same essence as Him.

e Codified the belief of the Christian church as expressed in the Nicene Creed which we
read at every Divine Liturgy - “I believe in one God...”

e Set the calculation for the date of Easter which is still used in the Church to this day

e Harmonized a number of practices — for example Canon XX which prohibits kneeling in
church on Easter, during Easter time, and on Sundays which is the day of Resurrection
