Epistle - 1 Corinthians 9:2-12, 1 Timothy 6:12-16

Brothers and Sisters, if I am not an apostle to others, yet doubtless I am to you. For you are the seal
of my apostleship in the Lord. My defense to those who examine me is this: Do we have no right to
eat and drink? Do we have no right to take along a believing wife, as do also the other apostles, the
brothers of the Lord, and Cephas? Or is it only Barnabas and I who have no right to refrain from
working? Who ever goes to war at his own expense? Who plants a vineyard and does not eat of its
fruit? Or who tends a flock and does not drink of the milk of the flock? Do I say these things as a mere
man? Or does not the law say the same also? For it is written in the law of Moses, “You shall not
muzzle an ox while it treads out the grain.” Is it oxen God is concerned about? Or does He say it
altogether for our sakes? For our sakes, no doubt, this is written, that he who plows should plow in
hope, and he who threshes in hope should be partaker of his hope. If we have sown spiritual things
for you, is it a great thing if we reap your material things? If others are partakers of this right over
you, are we not even more? Nevertheless, we have not used this right, but endure all things lest we
hinder the gospel of Christ.

Fight the good fight of the faith; take hold of the eternal life to which you were called when you made
the good confession in the presence of many witnesses. In the presence of God who gives life to all
things, and of Christ Jesus who in his testimony before Pontius Pilate made the good confession, I
charge you to keep the commandment unstained and free from reproach until the appearing of our
Lord Jesus Christ; and this will be made manifest at the proper time by the blessed and only
Sovereign, the King of kings and Lord of lords, who alone has immortality and dwells in
unapproachable light, whom no man has ever seen or can see. To him be honor and eternal dominion.

Gospel - Matthew 18:23-35, 22:15-22

The Lord told this parable: The kingdom of heaven is like a certain king who wanted to settle accounts
with his servants. And when he had begun to settle accounts, one was brought to him who owed him
ten thousand talents. But as he was not able to pay, his master commanded that he be sold, with his
wife and children and all that he had, and that payment be made. The servant therefore fell down
before him, saying, ‘Master, have patience with me, and I will pay you all’ Then the master of that
servant was moved with compassion, released him, and forgave him the debt. “But that servant went
out and found one of his fellow servants who owed him a hundred denarii; and he laid hands on him
and took him by the throat, saying, ‘Pay me what you owe!” So his fellow servant fell down at his feet
and begged him, saying, ‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you all.” And he would not, but went
and threw him into prison till he should pay the debt. So when his fellow servants saw what had been
done, they were very grieved, and came and told their master all that had been done. Then his master,
after he had called him, said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I forgave you all that debt because you
begged me Should you not also have had compassion on your fellow servant, just as I had pity on
you?’ And his master was angry, and delivered him to the torturers until he should pay all that was
due to him. “So My heavenly Father also will do to you if each of you, from his heart, does not forgive
his brother his trespasses.”

At that time, the Pharisees went and plotted how they might entangle Him in His talk. And they sent
to Him their disciples with the Herodians, saying, “Teacher, we know that You are true, and teach the
way of God in truth; nor do You care about anyone, for You do not regard the person of men. Tell us,
therefore, what do You think? Is it lawful to pay taxes to Caesar, or not?” But Jesus perceived their
wickedness, and said, “Why do you test Me, you hypocrites? Show Me the tax money.” So they brought
Him a denarius. And He said to them, “Whose image and inscription is this?” They said to Him,
“Caesar’s.” And He said to them, “Render therefore to Caesar the things that are Caesar’s, and to God
the things that are God’s.” When they had heard these words, they marveled, and left Him and went

their way.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

In this Jubilee Year of Hope our Synod of Bishops, gathered in July in Rome, devoted
special attention to the theme "Pastoral Care of Families in Conditions of War." The
resolutions of the Synod called on every eparchy to "conduct pro-family themed
pilgrimages, retreats, and seminars to deepen the spiritual life of family members, as well as
to foster and popularize family values in society." The Post-Synodal Pastoral Letter also
focused on family ministry, drawing our attention not only to the challenges facing Christian
families today, but to the particular calling of every family to be "a Domestic Church" that is,
a place to grow in faith, holiness and service to others, a place where in a family atmosphere
of love, a father and mother with their children can nurture Christian hope—for a happy and
God-pleasing life here on earth, and for receiving the promise of future blessings.

Our eparchy is committed to supporting families in this sacred calling. As part of this
commitment, | am establishing a permanent Family and Life Office, and am asking for your
help in securing funding for this initiative.
